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Fifteen more States are Rebelling against REAL ID!

What Department of Homeland Security Secretary Michael Chertoff is not willing to admit is that his office is facing outright rebellion from inside the USA. Seventeen states have passed legislation opposing Real ID. Of those, six brave states have opted out of Real ID by statute. Now, fifteen more have legislation pending. What we have to ask ourselves is if our legislators are so concerned about Real ID - what are the rest of us missing?

In New Hampshire lawmakers called the federal Real ID Act "repugnant" to the state and federal constitutions. Real ID opponents said the New Hampshire had to send a clear message to the federal government. Real ID went too far.

If as proponents claim Real ID is nothing more then improving standards – why the outrage? After all everyone has a drivers’ license.

With REAL ID, the Department of Homeland Security wishes to use our State’s DMV database file on each of us and link our primary fundamental human rights to that file and then promises to safeguard this file. What were once “inalienable rights” to travel, open a bank account, and getting a job are all linked to that file.

What was once one of our most important primary responsibilities is now being legislated away. It has always been the responsibility of each of us to keep and safeguard our private information about who we are. When personal responsibilities get shifted to another agency so do fundamental freedoms of self determinacy!
There is a fundamental power shift taking place in our society with REAL ID.
